National Bank and has the qualifications needed for the position. She has generously 
agreed to serve. 

The second proposed amendment is to Article l, Section 2 under MEMBERSHIP and calls for 
the addition of another clause reading: "The charter membership rolls of the Association 
shall close as of April 15th, 1964. Thereafter applicants for membership who were the 
~wners of record of a houseboat or of a houseboat moorage, as of Jan. 1st, 1964 shall 

be assessed an initiation fee in an amount to be set b. the Executive Committee but in 
no case shall be less than Ten Dollars ($10.00 • Such initiation fee shall not be assessed 
a ainst anyone ac uirin a houseboat or a houseboat moorage after Jan. 1st, 1964 pro­
vided that they become members of the Association within six months 6) after being eligi­
ble." This amendment is directed at the small minority who have not responded tore­
peated invitations to join but who have benefited from the work done and paid for by 
others. In blunt language it could be called an anti "free-loader" amendment.
